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INSTALLATION

1. Before Installation turn off the power at the mains circuit.
Remove trim from cover by twisting anticlockwise, then loosen the 3
screws from the diffuser and disconnect the power supply wires out of
the fixture plate.

2. Choose an entry point for the mains supply (side or rear) and knock out
the 20mm enftry point, use the supplied IP65 Gland to retain IP rating.

3. Attach the fixing plate to your mounting surface and feed the mains
power through the gland and connect the mains power in accordance
with current wiring regulations. For emergency luminaires connect the
battery connection cable and mark the battery with installation date.
Permanent live is for emergency luminaires only.
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4. CCT Selection:
Slide the switch to choose between 3000K warm white, 4000K cool white
and 6500K daylight colour options (see illustration below).
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6. Screw the diffuser into place.




7. Lock the trim onto diffuser by turning clockwise.

8. Fix optional famper resistant screws.
